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Plug heater into the controller
and the controller into its
power source. Place and
secure the capillary bulb onto
the object to be heated.
Rotate controller knob from the
*OFF" position to the desired
temperature setting.

If the controller does not
function, check the fuse.
Unplug the unit from its power

source. Remove the four sheet
metal screws which secure the
rubber feet and bottom plate to
the casting. This will expose
the internal wiring. Remove
the fuse and check its
continuity. If the fuse is
defective, replace it with an
ABC 15A fuse. (Fuses may be
obtained from most electrical
supply places.) Replace
bottom plate and rubber feet.
